The event was held at the Royal Cornwall Show Ground and was all under
cover, which was fortunate because it was a very wet day. The day was run
by volunteers and every group of around 15 children were assigned their
own tour guide.

There were lots of exciting stances with big farm machinery on display and
lots of livestock to touch and learn about. There was pasty crimping,
weaving, a milking parlour, an eco smoothie maker (the children generated
the electricity by cycling), seeds to plant, a bee keeper, a baling machine in
operation; to name but a few.
