S SCIENCE

We will be learning about light and will investigate how light
travels and the relationship between light sources, objects
and shadows. We will also be creating a shadow puppet
show based on a re-working of a traditional tale.

1. Recognise that light appears to travel in straight lines

use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain that
objects are seen because they give out or reflect light into
the eye.

2. Explain that we see things because light travels from light
sources to our eyes or from light sources to objects and
then to our eyes.

3. Use the idea that light travels in straight lines to explain
why shadows have the same shape as the objects that cast
them.

1. Light waves travel out from sources of light in straight lines called rays or beams.

2. Reflection is when light bounces off a surface, changing the direction of light.

3. Light sources include the Sun, lightbulbs, lightning, candles and glow sticks.

4. We see things because light travels from light sources to our eyes or from light sources to

o s e s o s 5. When an opaque object is placed in front of a light source, it stops the light from passing
through. This absence of light creates a dark shape on the surface behind it called a shadow.
6.The angle of the incident ray is equal to the angle of the reflected ray.

Dumnonii and Cornovii are two of the Celtic tribes which inhabited Cornwall.

2. They lived in Britain from roughly 750BC to AD43.
